


VISTA 2025 Review guidelines

The goal of the abstract review is to assess whether the abstract:
· is academically sound
· contains new, original research content or scientific concepts
· includes sufficient technical data and description to explain results and support conclusions.

Score

Each abstract will be scored in 5 sections: Relevance - Research Question - Methods - Results & Conclusion - Language. Each section will be scored on a scale of 0 to 10 points: unsatisfactory (U= 2p); poor (P= 4p); fair (F= 6p); good (G= 8p) or excellent (E= l 0p). [Odd scores are also acceptable]

	Relevance:
Is the abstract relevant to the theme of the conference? 
Is the work original and/or innovative?
Is the topic of scientific, methodological, or social importance?

	Research Question:
Is the research question clearly stated?
Is the research question important or significant?

	Methods:
Are the methods well-designed and appropriate to the research question? 
Are procedures clearly described and scientifically sound?
Is the statistical procedure explained and appropriate?

	Results & Conclusion:
Are the results explained clearly and logically?
Are the authors’ conclusions supported by the results?

	Language:
Is the abstract well written and free of grammatical or spelling errors?
Does the author use persons-first language?
Is the language appropriate for a scientific audience?
